Remember to tell visitors:

» The Town of St. George (along with the Forts) is a UNESCO World Heritage
Site because it is an incredible and well-preserved example of a 17th Century

colonial town. We are the oldest continuously inhabited town in the New World
and are the home of the oldest Anglican church outside England and Ireland.

» There are forts, historic homes, churches, museums and special tours where
visitors can learn about this history.

 Although the buildings and forts are not open every day (schedule below), you

can also simply explore the streets to see the centuries old architecture, quirky

street names, and beautiful ruins. There is a self-guided walking tour map that
you can get from the Visitor Information Centre.

Carter House and Settler's Dwelling

(St. David's Historical Society): 300-year old
house is a museumn preserving the one of a
kind culture and history of the 5t David's
Islanders,

Fort St. Catherine (Departrnent of Parks): One
of original structures built as part of the
island's defense systems.

Deliverance (St. George's Foundation): A
replica of the Deliverance ship, which sailed
out of Bermuda in May 1410 carrying the
passengers shipwrecked on the island.

Globe Hotel Museum and Trustworthy Gift
Shop: Bermuda Mational Trust Museum that
tells the story of 5t. George's role in the
American Civil War,

Historic Mitchell House (St. George’s
Historical Society): Built in 1731, this historic
home displays centuries old furniture and has

a working 1gth century kitchen.

St. Peters Church: Designated as Their
Majesties Chappel, this church is the oldest
Anglican church outside of England and
Ireland, built in 1612.

State House {Freemasons): Built in 1620, one
of the oldest stone buildings in the New
Word, and is now the home of the
Freemasons who pay a rent of one
peppercorn per year at an annual ceremony.

Historic Tucker House (Bermuda National
Trust): Built in 1752, this historic home
displays beautiful china, art, and furniture.

World Heritage Centre (St. George's
Foundation): An orientation centre, features a
12 minute film, 'A Stroll Through 5t. George's’
