Student Art Exhibit 

The theme for your artwork should be “Portraits of Bermuda”. Students can submit pictures of beaches, 

flowers, birds, lizards and landscapes. Your entry should be 11 x 17. 
 

You may use any type of paper, white, coloured, rough or smooth. The work that you submit may be drawn 

or painted in pencil, pen and ink, crayon, pastel. 

 

Recycled Ani-bots 

The theme for your work should be “Animals or Robots”.  Your entry should be no larger than 15 x 15. 
 

You may use recycled paper, and forms of recycled materials i.e. egg cartons, paper tubes, cans, bottle 

caps etc. You may use paint, pencil, pen and ink, crayon, pastel. 

 

Jar Terrarium 

You may use a bottle (not a fish bowl) with natural plant microhabitat. i.e. pond edge, mossy embankment, 

cow pasture, meadow, fallow field, stone wall, etc. 

 

Number of Entries 

You may submit one entry of each per individual. Example: 1 Art Exhibit, 1 Ani-bot, 1 Terrarium. 

 

Categories 

There will be three age categories. You may submit one entry per individual. 
 

Category A – 5 years and under           

Category B – 6 to 8 years           

Category C – 9 to 11 years 

 

Awards 

Awards will be given for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place entries. 

 

Information Required 

You should include the following information attached to your entry: 

 Name, age, title of entry. 

 School name.
