Preschool

1. Children must celebrate their fourth birthday
between 1 January and 31 December 2024
inclusive.

2. Children must be resident in the same parish
as the preschool to which the application is
made, with exception of Lyceum, Devonshire,
Prospect, Warwick and Southampton Preschools
where acceptance is given to one of two eligible
parishes.

3. There must be sufficient space to accommodate
the child as per the permissible maximum
enrolment.

4. Children who have limited nursery experience
may be admitted first.
